A House Divided – The Civil War

Subject Area: American History
Skill:  Reading comprehension
Title: Civil War – A House Divided
Description: 
Using WYNN 5.1 and a projection device, the teacher will access The Impending Crisis from the Digital History Web site. Together as a class, the students will read the section.  The teacher will guide the class through picking out vocabulary and then main ideas and supporting details for the section. The main ideas and details will be placed in an outline format. The documents created will be saved and printed to access for future review.
Goals: 
1. To develop an understanding of the causes of the Civil War.

2. To understand the term, ‘main idea.’
3. To understand the term, ‘supporting detail.’
4. To understand the structure of an outline.

Objectives: 
1. To read The  Impending Crisis using WYNN’s Read tool.
2. To develop the skill of recognizing main ideas using WYNN’s Highlight tool.
3. To develop the skill of recognizing supporting ideas using WYNN’s Highlight tool.
4. To develop the skill of outlining using WYNN’s Dictionary tool.
Procedure: 
1. Access Digital History using the WYNN 5.1 Web access feature and a projection device. 
This is for a group lesson. This can also be done independently at the student's computer. 

2. Select A House Divided, then The Impending Crisis. Of course, you may choose any section to read. 

3. Using the Read tool, have the students listen to the text. 

4. Using the Highlight pens, choose a color to highlight vocabulary words, and then extract by color into a WYNN document. 

5. Using the Pink Study Skills Toolbar, use the Dictionary tool to copy and paste a definition next to each word. 

6. Using the File List, go back to the Web site. Erase vocabulary highlights. 

7. Using the Highlight tool. choose a color to highlight main ideas and another color for supporting details. 

8. Select Extract by order into a new WYNN document. 

9. Print a study guide from the vocabulary list. Save the document so the students may listen to it at any time. 

10. Main idea and supporting details document can be used as a study guide and also for a guide for a more detailed outline using WYNN’s Outline tool on the Yellow Writing Toolbar or writing summaries using all the tools on WYNN’s Yellow Writing Toolbar. 
11. Save the document(s) for future review.
